They all either make Jesus’ church more solid 
or more beautiful.

So, this morning, be reassured that your place 
is here, in the fellowship of all believers—ALL 
believers. 

And, as we are reassured of our unique and in-
dispensable place in Christ’s community, let us 
also be searchers for others whose place could 
also be here in our community, to make the 
church more solid and more beautiful.
